ABOUT THE CITY

Only 23 miles north of downtown Los Angeles, the City
of San Fernando is nestled at the foothills of the San
Gabriel Mountains in the San Fernando Valley.
Incorporated in 1911, San Fernando has a population
of approximately 25,000, and is a diverse, family-
oriented community of about 2.4 square miles.

San Fernando is surrounded by the City of Los Angeles,
but offers a small town atmosphere, and a well-
planned blend of residential, commercial and industrial
development. Once a land of farms and ranches
adjoining the Mission de San Fernando Rey, the City is
now a vibrant center of manufacturing and commerce.
The community enjoys a sweeping view of the San
Gabriel foothills and maintains access to Los Angeles
and other commercial centers, thanks to a network of
freeways and nearby airports. The weather in San
Fernando is Mediterranean, with average annual
rainfall of 12 — 17 inches, and 44% humidity.
