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Start at O’Melveny Street Elementary

Go north on Chatsworth Drive to Mott Street;

Turn left (west) on to Mott Street;

Turn right (north) on to Brand Boulevard,

run in support of the Special Olympics. Chief Vairo also added that the best viewing location is
in the San Fernando Mall.
