Subject: Discussion and Consideration Regarding the 2020-2021 Scholarship Awards Event 

and Related Matters 

RECOMMENDATION: 

It is recommended that the Education Commission: 
 
a. Approve the date of Thursday, May 20, 2021 for the 2020-2021 Scholarship Awards Drive 

through event;   
 
b. Approve the event location at the City Hall Employee parking lot at the corner of First and 

Macneil Street (Attachment “A”); 
 
c. Approve the final list of awardees and the scholarship amounts; and 
 
c. Provide additional direction, as appropriate.  
 
 
BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS: 

1. In December 2020, the San Fernando Education Commission (“Commission”) announced the 
2020-2021 Scholarship Program would be accepting applications through February 19, 2021.  

 
2. On March 30, 2021, over 45 applications/essays were received, scored and the Commission 

awarded thirteen students to receive scholarship grants. 
 

3. On March 30, 2021, an Awards Event Ad hoc committee was created and Chair Zobel-
Rodriguez and Commissioner Robledo were appointed to serve on the committee.  Direction 
was given to the Ad hoc committee to proceed with confirmation of potential event dates of 
May 20, 24 and May 25 and ratify the event is being held as a “drive through” awards 
ceremony, to help the spread of COVID-19. 
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The Education Commission selected thirteen preliminary student scholarship recipients for the 
2020-2021 Scholarship Program. Due to certain Grade Point Average (GPA) eligibility 
requirement for the Pahola Moscaorro – Why Not You?, staff confirmed and verified that the 
selected student PM WNY 2 is disqualified and leaving student PM WNY 3 as the scholarship 
awardee.  Therefore, the total number of scholarships is 12 in lieu of the initial 13 students.
